of the Lord Vishnu. Rama holds huge significance in Hindu culture and religion. In the Rama avatar,
Rama is said to have possessed sixteen ideal qualities, Hindus view Rama as Purusottama which means.
'The ideal man. He is considered as an 'Embodiment of Dharma'. According to the Hindu epic Ramayana,
Rama was born in Ayodhya. Ayodhya is among seven most sacred cities to Hindus.

The Ram Mandir which has been built at Ayodhya, Uttar Pradesh, India , is believed to have
been located at the site of Ram Janmabhoomi, the mythical birthplace of Rama. The site of the
temple had been the subject of communal tensions between Hindus and Muslims in India. In 2019,
the Supreme Court of India delivered the verdict giving the disputed land an expansive 70 acres to
Hindus for construction of a temple, while Muslims were given 5 acres of land nearby in Dhannipur
in Ayodhya to construct a mosque.

On 5th August 2020, the foundation stone for the commencement of the construction of Ram
Mandir was laid by Narendra Modi, Prime Minister of India. The temple complex, construction, was
supervised by the Shri Ram Janmabhoomi Teerth Kshetra Trust.The soil and holy water were collected
from several religious places across India. Soil was sent from various Hindu temples, gurudwaras
and Jain temples across the nation, as well as from the four pilgrimage sites in Char Dham, to use in
the construction of the temple. The holy water was brought from the Triveni Sangam of the rivers
Ganga, Yamuna, and Saraswati at Prayagraj.

The new design, with some changes from the original, was prepared by The chief architect of
the temple Chandrakant Sompura, assisted by his two sons, Nikhil Sompura and Ashish Sompura. It
is designed in the Maru-Gurjara architecture of Nagara style, a type of Hindu temple architecture
found primarily in northern India. It is designed according to the Hindu texts, the Vastu shastra and
the Shilpa shastras. The temple is 250 feet (76 m) wide, 380 feet (120 m) long and 161 feet (49 m)
high. The temple complex became the world's third largest Hindu temple.

The historic occasion of the official opening and the Prana Pratishta of the Ram Lalla idol was
performed on 22 January 2024 by the Prime Minister Narendra Modi. He urged every Indian to light
up diyas to mark the occasion and celebrate it like Diwali.

The inauguration event was organised by Shri Ram Janmbhoomi Teerth Kshetra. It was attended
by about 7,000 guests. On that day prime minister Modi spoke of Rama as a symbol of righteousness
and unity. He urged all the citizens to draw inspiration from Ram's ideals and build a strong and
vibrant nation.

The temple construction has been accompanied by a $10 billion plan "encompassing a new
airport, revamped railway station, and township development" to transform the ancient Ayodhya
city into a global religious and spiritual tourist destination. It was estimated that spiritual tourism at
Ayodhya has potential to create thousands of jobs as more manpower is required to cater the needs
of the Ram mandir visitors and also attract huge investments.

The Ayodhya Ram Mandir is not merely a place of worship, it is a testament to India's enduring
faith, its complex history, and its commitment to unity in diversity. It stands as a beacon of hope and
harmony, bringing together people of various backgrounds in reverence and celebration.
